First English is an award-winning English language course for beginners. It has been designed specifically to 
help young students succeed in a school se�ng. The course starts at a beginner level and systema�cally 
helps students comprehend, prac�ce, build and internalize the core framework of English necessary for 
long-term  academic success. DynEd’s innova�ve use of visuals and comprehension exercises engages the 
learner in ways that a text-based approach cannot.

English For Success is an award-winning, research-based English language course for students who need to 
use English in school.
